School
counsellors provide counselling and psychological assessment of students with specific needs.
School counsellors are appointed to a base school and provide psychological counselling
services to students in allocated public schools from Preschool to Year 12.

At Maroubra Bay PS, our school counsellor Mr Guy Tate works every Wednesday and every second
Friday. Parents are able to refer students to the counsellor using a referral form available from
their child’s class teacher. Similarly, teachers can also refer students if concerned. The counsellor
office is located in E block, closest to the top car park.

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Getting organised

How to get to school

There is no onsite parking, and limited parking on nearby streets. Directly out the front of the school is the
‘Kiss and Go’ drop off and pick up zone. All parents can use this service, however it is important that
parents stay in their vehicle and students get in and out of the car by themselves.

Subject contributions

As a public school, Maroubra Bay has no compulsory fees. At the start of each year a note outlining costs
including digital subscriptions, textbooks and other resources is sent home. There is also information
included about a Voluntary School Contribution.

Extra-curricular activities, such as excursions, music and performance programs, typically involve a cost
to families. We do try to keep this to a minimum. If you have any concerns, you are welcome to contact
the school office at any time.

We encourage parents to use School Bytes for all payments to the school. This is easy to use through the
school website Payment - Maroubra Bay Public School

Absences and holidays

If your child is unwell, home is the best place to be. It’s important for all members of our school
community that we try to reduce the risk of passing on infections, and we have limited space to care for
sick children at school. If your child is ill at school, the office staff will call you to request that you collect
and take him/her home.

It is essential that you send a sick note for the teacher when your child returns to school, explaining the
reason for the absence. Parents and carers can do this through the Audiri app, emailing or phoning the
school. If your child is late to school, or needs to leave school early, please visit the school office to get a
late note (or leave note) for the class teacher.

In accordance with Department of Education policy, you must request a extended leave application if
you intend to take your child away from the school during term time for any reason other than illness.
This is usually for periods of 10 school days or more being missed. This is at the Principal’s discretion and
there are strict policy guidelines in place that mean the leave may not be granted. Every day of learning
is important, and we encourage families to take their holidays during school holiday time. Application
forms can be found on the school website Enrolment - Maroubra Bay Public School
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Staff development days

There are six student-free days during the school year, usually adjacent to the school holidays. These
days enable all members of staff to participate in professional learning and program development.

Usually the first 2 occur before students return back to school in term 1. There is also a staff development
day before students return in terms 2 and 3. The last 2 are days at the end of the school year after
students have finished for the year.

School Assessment and Student Reports

You will receive a student progress report at the end of Term 2, and an end
of year report at the end of Term 4. Your child will be assessed on an
ongoing basis during class time using the Essential Assessment platform.

Parent teacher interviews are held during Term 1 to ensure we catch any
potential problems early in the year. You are welcome to request a follow
up parent teacher interview at any time during the year.

Additional external student assessments also include:

· National assessments (NAPLAN) for year 3 and 5 students

If your child has any learning difficulties, or is learning English as a Second
Language, their report will be written by the specialist teacher.

School Photos

Each year photos are taken by The School Photographer, usually in term one. Envelopes are sent home
with each child. Sporting teams and group photos are completed in term 2.
